A Little Jab Will Do Ya: Getting a COVID-19 Shot

OK, you’ve never liked getting shots as a kid. You know that Maine, like everywhere else in the world, is still in
a pandemic from a viral disease, which is sort of like influenza. Maine has been doing remarkably well
compared to other states for some reason. And you've heard that younger people, unlike the elderly, do OK
even if they get it, with, you guess, a few exceptions that make the news. Plus, there’s all this talk about vaccines
in general, -are they worth the risks? But then you aren’t really sure what those risks are or even what they mean
by risks. Are there risks from the disease and how do they compare to the vaccination risks!? You hear the
vaccine might change your DNA, and that it could give you something called anaphylaxis like some people get
from bee stings. But on the other hand you’ve heard about several younger people your age or just a bit older
here in Mt Vernon, Vienna, and Fayette who have have come down with the coronavirus recently. Although
their kids had it with them and got over it without much trouble, some of them are still suffering from bad
fatigue, shortness of breath, and muscle aches even weeks after coming down with it. And weirdly, some have
lost their taste and smell, never having known before how important those senses were until this; and as a
consequence, some are still losing weight. Meanwhile several of their co-workers have also gotten sick from it or
are in quarantine and out of work for a couple weeks until tests show they didn’t catch it.

Your wife tells you that you don’t even qualify for a shot anyway yet since you're under 70 years old. She’s
worried, though, about your mother-in-law who’s been living with you and the kids. If you get it and give it to
the mother, she has a chance of dying from it. So, what’s the story and what should you do?

That’s a summary of conversations I've had with local people who have various pandemic comments, questions,
observations, doubts, and fears around our part of Kennebec County, as the possibility of getting a vaccine shot

when their turn nears. Here are some of my answers:

First, the disease presents risks to the young and the old. The disease is “like” influenza but quite a bit worse
with more than double influenza’s mortality. Fewer than 1% of those with the usual influenza die, while more
than 2% of those with COVID-19 die, and it is likely that we’ll find that that number is closer to 4- 5%, when
all the deaths are accounted for. There has been a large jump in mortality over the past year compared to
previous years; most will eventually be found to be COVID-related, I'm sure. It is true that the younger you are,
the less likely you will be sick for as long as a month or to die from it. But it is also true the risks are not zero.
Twelve of the deaths in Maine have been among people under 50, two under 40, and 1 under 30 (see the stack
graph below). And near-deaths, are 3 or 4 times those numbers. Additionally, most younger people interact
with older people. As the charts show, older people are at much higher risks for severe disease, hospitalization
and death. The groups include parents and grandparents, whom you would feel badly about infecting.

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And the disease is here in spades! Although Maine, has some of the lowest case and mortality rates in the
country, and those are lower than during the post-Thanksgiving/Christmas surge, they are still impressively
worse when compared to our spring and summer.

OK, so that’s the disease. What about the vaccines? How effective are they and how safe? Well, effective for
sure; they prevent all but short, very mild cold-like symptoms 95% of the time, and in 70,000 study volunteers,
nobody after getting both doses of vaccine needed hospitalization or died. And they're pretty safe, despite the
fact that both the Pfizer and Moderna vaccines were produced quickly (in just 10 months). Those two vaccines
were developed using methods that have been used for several successful vaccines and cancer treatments over
the past decade. They don’t modify genes (they never even enter the cell nuclei where DNA exists). They've
been tested in tens of thousands of volunteers and vetted by all the usual sequence of expert boards. Life-
threatening side effects, mostly allergic reactions, are rare, averaging fewer than 2/million (flu shots average 1/
million). Those odds are hundreds of times rarer than the mortality and serious complications from getting the
disease, even in young adults. Finally, the virus does change overtime, like the flu virus, so eventually there
likely will be a need for revised booster vaccinations over time, probably annually, just like the annual flu shot.
The fewer cases there are every year, the fewer mutations will occur in the virus.

There is a third vaccine on the horizon, made by Johnson and Johnson. It was just approved for use the last
week in February and will soon offer an alternative. It requires only one shot, does not require the very low
temperatures to store and ship the others do, and has a similarly low serious side effect profile. In the United
States it was slightly less effective (85%) than the first two in preventing mild to moderate symptoms, but still
100% effective in preventing hospitalization and severe (ICU) illness or death. It was also tested in South Africa
and South America, where some of the new variants were present, and there its effectiveness dropped to 50%.
Thus it, like the first two, may need to be modified if and when those variants gain a foothold here.

As vaccine supplies have increased in Maine, a majority of health care workers and emergency responders as
well as 70% of people over 70 are now already vaccinated going into March. The governor now has laid out a
plan just this week of how to immunize all willing recipients over age 60 beginning March 1. All Mainers over
50 will start April 1, those over 40 on May 1, those over 30 on June 1 and the those in their 20’s will be eligible
by July 1. It may be that we have a vaccine for children by then too. That level of vaccination will allow the
resumption of business, schooling, as well as family events almost like the old days. We may even be able to get
rid of the masks. Then we’ll be able to go back to worrying about the usual stuff of our pre-COVID lives.

So, like the old 1950s jingle for Brylcreem went, “A little jab will do ya!” Summer is coming.
